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Inside this issue: 

 It takes a village to properly educate a student.  In our particular instance at the Caldwell 

Center, the village is comprised from a wide assortment of professional educators, admission staff 

and student mentors.  In our village, of course, there are those we immediately recognize as teach-

ers.  They prepare and deliver all types of lessons.  They share the accumulated experience and 

expertise from their own educational journey and diverse backgrounds.  They accept the chal-

lenges and rewards of guiding the learning process of others.  Our village is unusually blessed to 

have a small army of unusually qualified teachers who, on a daily basis, go beyond what their pay-

checks require – who daily exceed the expectations of their job description or duties.  A few exam-

ples of that level of teacher dedication include: 

 Their willingness to expand the size of their classes even though it makes their job more chal-

lenging. 

 Their flexibility in finding time to meet with students before and after class outside of their 

teaching schedule. 

 Their availability to assist students during tutor lab activities when they are not teaching in 

classrooms. 

 Their after hours communication with students who were unable to complete an assignment or 

attend a class due to an unexpected problem. 

 Their respect for the different learning needs and styles of students in their classes. 

 The Caldwell Center village has another layer of support, lesser-known perhaps, that en-

hances the village’s effort to educate students.  Referred to as ‘student mentors’ or ‘academic 

coaches’, this arm of the Caldwell support structure is comprised of a dozen carefully-selected stu-

dents who work closely with one or more other students in one-to-one academic support.  Averag-

ing four to six hours weekly, each member of the academic coaching team is assigned individ-

ual students who need help with writing, math and reading.  As student mentors, this trained 

group of sophomore TVCC students attending the Caldwell Center, perform a number of sup-

port functions which include the following: 

 Provide 2-3 hours of structured, academic assistance for every student assigned to them. 

 Give student’s guidance and feedback on homework assignments. 

 Administer weekly doses of ‘way-to-go’ and other forms of encouragement. 

 Proofread written assignments for grammar, punctuation, and content. 

 Take new students under ‘their wing’ to familiarize them with school procedures and proc-

esses. 

 Advocate for each student’s best effort on every assignment. 

 Assist during test preparation by showing their academic athlete ways to organize infor-

mation through mapping and outlining.  

Director’s Notes By Bruce 
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Spring has sprung!  Flowers are blooming.  Birds are singing, and the sun is shining!  Everyone wants to go out and soak up the 

rays.  Now a little sun is great for almost everyone; however, too much sun is dangerous.   Everyone needs to use a good sun block 

when being outside even on cloudy days.  I am not against a ―healthy glow‖ from people who want to get a tan, however, I am 

concerned with the rising number of people diagnosed each year with skin cancer. 

Skin cancer is the number one form of cancer found in humans.  It has been estimated that over 1 million new cases of skin cancer 

are diagnosed each year, and over half the Americans living to the age of sixty-five and beyond will develop this cancer at least 

once in their life time. 

There are three major types of skin cancer.   

1. Basal cell carcinoma is the most common form of skin cancer and almost never spreads to other organs of the body.  It can 

however, destroy the surrounding tissue it is in. 

  Warning signs of possible basil cell carcinoma is often described as the ―sore that doesn‘t heal.‖    Su-

perficial basal cell is often found on the back or chest and resembles dry, raw skin. 

2. Squamous cell carcinoma which is found in the flat scale-like cells of the skin.  Squamous cells are found in the lining of  hol-

low organs of the body, the skin surface, and the passages of both the respiratory and digestive tracks.  This means that the 

cancer can be found in any of these areas.   Squamous cell carcinoma will spread throughout the body. 

  Warning signs of possible squamous cell carcinoma include a flat reddish area that has a crusty surface.  It may 

  develop Into a lump, bump or as an open sore that does not heal. 

3.     Melanoma is the most serious form of skin cancer and can rapidly spread throughout the body. 

  Warning signs of possible melanoma include a Change in the appearance of a mole, bleeding or oozing from a 

  mole, or a mole that feels itchy, hard, lumpy, swollen, or tender to the touch. 

Many of the risk factors apply to all three types of skin cancer.  These include fair skin, blonds, blue eyes, amount of exposure to the 

sun (ranchers, farmers, sun tanners), exposure to tanning beds, a person‘s age ,and whether or not people have been exposed to 

therapeutic radiation (used as treatment for other cancers). 

To prevent cancer, avoid the amount of time you are exposed to sun especially peak radiation time (hours around noon), use wa-

ter proof or resistance sunscreen of spf 30, and avoid tanning beds.

Financial Aid Tips 

As the 2008-09 year is coming to a close, we have a few tips to help your financial aid process go smoothly.  

 First, you can still fill out your FAFSA for the current year, but this must be done by the end of June.  

 Second, now is the time to fill out your FAFSA for the 2009-10 year.  The FAFSA is only the first step in the financial aid proc-

ess so getting your application in early is very important.  The best way to file your FAFSA is online at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  Re-

member to check your mail and email for any requests for additional information from the financial aid office.  

 Third, we process files in the order in which they are received.  If you file early, we can get your application processed in 

plenty of time for you to make plans for fall term.  This is especially important because some forms of financial aid have limited 

amounts. Late applications are often not given the funds they deserve simply because there are no dollars left. Filing your applica-

tion for financial aid early gives you the best chance of getting all the funds you qualify to receive.  

 Fourth, the best way to check on the status of your financial aid is online.  You will receive a letter from the financial aid of-

fice explaining how and where to log-on and check your account.  

Finally, if your circumstances change, come and talk to us.  We may be able to provide you with additional options.
